FESTIVAL RULES AND PROCEDURES
UPDATED JANUARY 20, 2018

The NSSC ATTACK PRE-SEASON Festival will be run in accordance with the Scarborough Soccer Association, Ontario Soccer, Canadian Soccer and FIFA, except for changes herein after provided.
The Festival will follow the guidelines that are presented in the LTPD Matrix. In accordance with the Long-Term Player Development Matrix, all teams will play a minimum/maximum of two games on the day of the Festival. 
Teams must follow the LTPD Matrix with respect to travel time and traveling outside of their respective district. Teams from outside of the Scarborough area must submit an Approved Travel Permit (ATP) with their application form. Team entry/acceptance cannot be confirmed until payment has been received. For teams outside of Scarborough, team acceptance cannot be confirmed until the Approved Travel Permit (ATP) has been received.

Both teams must have at least 5 players to start the game. 
Teams may include up to three (3) guest players, from their club, provided the players meet eligibility criteria. Player may ONLY play for 1 team in the Tournament

U 9 & U10 will not exceed 100 minutes per competition day. Coaches are required to give fair playing time to all players, including goalkeepers, thus ensure that no player exceeds the permitted maximum minutes per day. 

Standings
As part of the Long Term Player Development model, scores will not be recorded nor will standings be kept. In 
addition, no trophies will be presented. As such, no game protests will be accepted by the Festival Committee. 

Forfeits
If a team is unable to field five (5) players for U9 & U10 at least 10 minutes after the scheduled starting time, the game will be forfeited. 

Free Kicks 
All free kicks, except for Penalty Kicks, are indirect. This also includes kickoffs, corner kicks and goal kicks. 

Off side 
No off sides. 

Throw Ins/Pass Ins 
No Throw Ins. The U9 and U10 will use Pass Ins only for balls that have crossed the touch line.

Kick Offs 
Ball can be played forward or backward on a kick off. 
There will be no coin toss to start the game. The teams facing the spectator area will kick off. 


Goal Kicks – Retreat Line 
Festival teams will be playing with retreat lines. The defending team must retreat into their defending half of the field for 
goal kicks. In all divisions, the defending team must retreat into their half of the field when the opposing keeper has control of the ball in his/her hands. 

Registration Requirements
Players MUST be currently registered for indoors with their district and provincial associations.
Players do not need player books.
Coaches MUST present books to the Festival Committee at registration
Teams from outside the Scarborough Soccer Association (SSA) must submit an authorized travel permit from their home district. Participating teams are required to submit a team roster.
The Committee and Host Club will not be held liable for any injury to any participants in this Festival on or off the fields. All teams must carry and supply proof of personal injury liability insurance while participating in the event.
The Festival Committee cannot, in any way, be held responsible for object(s) stolen or lost during the festival.

Game Sheets 
Both teams shall complete their game sheet in full and return it to the referee prior to kickoff. The first team named on the schedule shall be the home team.

Registration Deadlines
U9 Boys – Registration deadline – March 28, 2018
U10 Boys – Registration deadline – April 05, 2018
Schedule 
The tournament schedule will be published 5-7 days prior to the Festival, but reserves the right to make necessary changes, to accommodate teams and account for unforeseen circumstances. All teams are requested to be at the field 30 minutes prior to the team’s first game.
LAWS OF THE GAME
Games will be played in accordance with the Laws of the Game as published by F.I.F.A., except as modified herein.

Substitutions 
There is no limit to the number of player substitutions during a game. Substitutions are to be made “on the fly” meaning when the game is in progress. The referee will not stop the game for substitutions. Substitution shall be allowed for any player ejected from the game by the referee.

Equipment
Each team should have two sets of different coloured jerseys. In the event of a conflict of jersey colours, the home team listed on the schedule (home) will be required to change. The goaltender’s jersey must be distinct from their team, the opposing team and the referee.
The use of shin guards is mandatory. 
The team designated as the home team on the schedule will be responsible for providing the game ball. U9 – U10 Size 4 

Position of Teams / Spectators 
Teams (players, coaches and managers) will take up position on the same side of the field within the marked technical box. Up to four (3) team officials will be allowed in the technical box. Teams must restrict their movement within the technical box along the touchline. Spectators will take up position on the opposite side of the field across from their respective team.
The tournament relies on coaches and team officials to set an example of conduct and sportsmanship and to exercise all necessary control over their players and associated parents and spectators. Any inappropriate behaviour by players, team officials or team supporters on or off the field (i.e. abusive language, swearing, disrespectful conduct, etc.) will not be tolerated and will be dealt with as a serious offence which may result in disciplinary action, including immediate dismissal from the game and/or festival.

Registration Fee/Cancellation Policy
Should the tournament be cancelled in whole, the tournament entry fee will be fully refunded to all participating teams. The tournament Host will not be responsible for other expenses incurred as a part of participating in the tournament.    
Teams that withdraw before the entry deadline will receive a full refund less a $25 administrative fee. Teams that withdraw after the deadline or fail to show will forfeit the full amount of the entry fee. 
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
